Is Your Neighbor a Sexual Predator?

Thinking about moving? In addition to house hunting and re-evaluating finances, there may be other issues to consider.
Have you thought of how a registered sex offender in your community might lessen the value of your future home?
Locating a neighborhood without a registered sex offender has always been a difficult task, but now families are able to
do their own research online.

Scan USA (scanusa.com.) launched a free Sexual Predator Movement Alert Service for those who register online. The
software is designed to scan sex offender registries throughout the nation. Through Scan USA, individuals are alerted
when a sex offender moves to a specific zip code indicated by the registrant. Alerts are sent via email, pda, fax or phone.

If your home is currently on the market, know that in California, civil code 1102 and/or 2079 states that a seller has the
duty to disclose any facts that might affect the value or desirability of the property. The seller must relate the information
to any prospective buyer. Thus, if the homeowner knows of a registered sex offender living across the street, this fact
must be disclosed. By informing a prospective buyer of how to access databases such as Megan’s Law or Scan USA, the
homeowner is in compliance with the law.

And what if you are renting? Information provided at www.nolo.com indicates that “for years, California landlords have
had to include information about the state's database of registered sexual offenders in residential leases and rental
agreements.” Effective April 1, 2006, the State of California now
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At this time, California legislators are evaluating Assembly Bill 2603 which states that “it is the intent of the Legislature
to address the needs of property owners and tenants for safe rental housing in a manner that is consistent with the goals
and purposes of the Megan’s Law sex offender registration requirement and state laws on civil rights.” AB2603 is
currently under review by the Assembly Judiciary Committee.
